GUM
H - 
It’s a sweet, sticky food made by bees.





HONEY

It’s boiled or smoked pork meat that is usually cut into a thin slice.

HAM
It’s a sausage in a bun with ketchup, mustard, onion etc.



HOT-DOG

It’s cold, sweet food that tastes like cream. People eat it especially in the hot summer.

We use it for frying.








OIL
P - 
It’s a thin cake made by frying flour, eggs and milk usually with jam.

PANCAKE

It’s a small round green vegetable that grows inside a pod.



PEA

It’s a meat that comes from a pig.






PORK

It’s a vegetable that grows under the ground. 
It can be boiled, baked, roasted or fried.





POTATO

It’s a very large round fruit. You can see it at Halloween. 



PUMPKIN
