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East Europe - surface

There are three big states in Eastern Europe. They are Belarus, Ukraine and Russia.
Russia is the largest country in the world, covering a big part of Europe and a northern part of Asia. The Eastern European plain, major rivers and areas of lowlands dominate Eastern European physical geography. There is also the Caspian Sea, the largest lake in the world. It´s situated 28 metres below sea level.
The River Volga is the most popular river in Russia. Lots of other rivers drain into it. It is longer than the Don or Dnieper. There are lots of dams and hydro- electric power plants. 
The climate in Eastern Europe is cold in the north, because of the influence of the Atlantic Ocean.  In the south there is a warmer and wetter subtropical climate. In the eastern direction the climate is more continental, with very cold weather in winter and hot in summer. Inland areas are drier; wet winds from the sea can´t reach these places.
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
