Charles IV.

(Reign:1346 – 1378)
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Czech and German king, Holy Roman Emperor

Born to John (Jan Lucemburský) and Elisabeth of Bohemia (Eliška Přemyslovna) in Prague as Wenceslaus (Václav), the name of her father, but later chose the name Charles.

Charles received a French education and was literate and fluent in five languages: Latin, Czech,

German, French, and Italian. 

From 1333 he administered the lands of the Bohemian Crown. He began working to repair the Czech lands.

In 1346 he was elected as the German king. In the same year his father died and Charles was crowned as the Bohemian king and Roman Emperor. Prague became the centre of the kingdom.
