Ottava is the capital but Toronto is the largest city. Other large cities are Montreal, Edmonton, Quebec, Winnipeg, Vancouver or Calgary. The two last mentioned were the place of the winter Olympic Games in 2010 and 1988.
There is a red maple leaf in the white flag of Canada with two red stripes on both sides. The main religion in the country is Christianity. The Canadian currency is the Canadian dollar.
