                                                View No 1 – 5th century

During the 5th century several new tribes came to Britain - now England – their names were Angles, Saxons and Jutes. They were Germanic people from northern Europe. They settled in the south, east and middle of England. 
We can find these places in the map on your worksheet No. 5.

Today we will speak about the invasion of the Anglo-Saxons and that invasion was the beginning of the English.

                                                 View No 2 – 7th century

At the beginning of the 7th century there were 7 small kingdoms in England made by the Angles and Saxons.
Please find these kingdoms on your map, underline their names and tell us their names.

In those kingdoms there was a new religion, because at that time the religion was very important for people and for kings, too. In England it was Christianity. It came to England from Ireland and from Rome, so there were 2 centres of Christianity. But those centres were very different.

The 7 small kingdoms weren’t very powerful – why? Because there were lots of kings, lots of fights among them and lots of other differences. And so they weren’t very successful.
                                                  View No 3 – 8th century
It was very easy for enemies, conquerors from northern Europe – for the Vikings and Normans. They came to England very quickly in their longboats and they attacked the small kingdoms.

2 tribes of Vikings were especially very dangerous – Normans and Danes.

Have a look at your maps again and find where the Normans and Danes came from and where in England they settled.

It was very bad for people in England, because they suffered a lot. E.G. in 842 the Normans burnt out London and lots of other places.
                                                   View No 4 – 9th and 10th centuries
In the 9th century a big victory came for the English. Wessex was the most successful kingdom and there was a new king.  His name was Alfred the Great and he became the most powerful king. He won a battle with the Danes and made a peace agreement with them. Now there were 2 parts in England after that battle – Wessex – the kingdom of all the English –

and the Danelaw. The river Thames was a border between them.
We can find these places on your maps. What parts of England were they in?

That agreement with the Danes was very important for the English, because Alfred the Great stopped the Viking attacks. And so in the 10th century the English weren’t afraid of Viking  conquerors.
                                                     View No 5 – 11th century

At the beginning of the 11th century the English kingdom became very weak again and so it was very easy for the Normans to attack England again. Now they didn’t come from northern Europe, they came from Normandy in western Europe. And they wanted to stay in England for ever. Their king, William of Normandy, invaded England with a force of Normans. They won the most important battle at Hastings on 14th October 1066. And so William conquered England and as William the Conqueror became the 1st king of all England.
